Jidnzh (394K) is a craft that creates Va.‘riousish'a_pes' out of paper cut-outs. A knife or scissors are
used to cut it out, and the shapes vary from people, animals, and fish to flowers, landscapes, and
letters. Generally, red paper is used, but these days, other colors are painted on them as well.

5 : Jidnzhi is mostly attached to doors, windows, lamps, and pillars, but in a restaurant, one can often
see it attached to a wall or a window. It is said to bring good luck, so many people put them up
on national holidays like New Year’s Day, on birthdays, and for weddings. Made from a single
sheet of paper, when you look at it closely, its lines are not broken but all connected. Since itis
a highly elaborate and labor-inténsive work, it often takes several days to make a single piece of
