U PAST SIMPLE Vs. PRESENT PERFECT

We use the past simple to say when something happened. We use words like last week,
yesterday, two weeks ago with the past simple.

Examples: | broke my foot last weekend.

We use the present perfect when it’s not important or we don’t know when something
happened. We use words like ever, never, in the last ten years, in my life with the present
perfect.

Examples: Have you ever broken your leg? No, I've never broken my leg.
